TREASURER’S REPORT:
Jon Kagan reported that the checking account presently has $23,811.30  The Pension Fund just received a check from the State of Florida in the amount of $13,103.50 which was deposited immediately and is reflected in the current balance. NEW BUSINESS:

Trustee Short submitted a policy (#07-01)  for discussion.  This policy will direct the Trustees in the event of an alleged accusation of misconduct or improper action by a member of the Board.  2nd Kagan.  Acceptance:  unanimous.  (copy of Policy #07-01 attached)

Trustee Short made a motion that the Fire Commissioner Chairman send a letter to Benefits Administrator, Patricia Shoemaker, requesting that the contact person for the Pension Trust Fund be updated to reflect Gene Kovatch.  When the initial paperwork was submitted to the State the Pension Board was not in place so the person named was Fire Commissioner James Fix.  This needs to be updated to reflect the current Chair of the Pension Fund.  2nd by Lockhart.  Acceptance:  unanimous

Motion made by Kagan that the Pension Fund purchase a tape recorder from Radio Shack for $49.99 to eliminate the possibility that the recorder used for the Commissioner meetings is not available.  2nd by Short.  Acceptance:  unanimous.

Chairman Kovatch reminded all trustees of the Seminar being held 10/22-10/24/07.   Trustee Short is planning to attend.  All trustees are encouraged to attend this or any future seminars.
